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Leigh Salgado’s work may spring from less fraught sources, but is hardly less intricate,
opulent or provocative. Indeed, sex is a driving force in Salgado’s paper pieces; with all
the tattoo-like drawing, cutting and burning involved, can kissing and fondling be far
behind? Salgado visits such corporeal insults upon sheets of durable paper, as often
~ as not causing patterns of perforation and large areas of mesh to envelop her inky,
bulbous images in perverse finery. Actual body parts are few and far between and rather
abstracted when they do appear; it's some of the strangest yet most effective piece-of-
art-as-piece-of-ass stuff being done today. If Thiebeault demonstrates that abstraction
can touch our hearts, Salgado shows it can touch us elsewhere as well. Marie Thibeault at
